School Dress Code Policy 2014-15
All pupils are expected to follow the dress code at all times when they are

· attending normal school lessons

· attending school examinations

· participating in school trips during the school day

· representing the school at a formal event in the evening or at weekends

Where appropriate, pupils should take alternative clothing to change into at the activity or event (for example, tracksuits/PE kit when representing the school at sports events).

Specific Responsibilities

Pupils should be giving 100% support to the dress code before they 

· are appointed to positions of responsibility

· act as visitor guides

· are photographed for the media ( especially School Report)
Suspensions of the Dress Code

A very small exceptions apply when the dress code is suspended. 
These are:- 

· Officially recognised “Dress as You Please Days” as part of our fund raising programmes

· School trips abroad

· The Annual Leisure Event for S1-2 pupils

· Field Trips ( for example, Biology or Geography)

Over Night Stay 

Pupils should follow dress code for travel and for the formal elements of the trip during the school day. Pupils may bring casual clothes for any social activities organised for the evening(s). Pupils will be issued with clear guidelines by the Trip Leader as to what are acceptable clothes to wear.

Monitoring of the Dress Code

Monitoring of the school dress code is undertaken by House Tutors at morning registration, the Senior Management Team in and around the school campus and by Guidance Teachers at PSE classes.  Particular emphasis is placed on ensuring that banned items are not worn in school.  Pupils who persistently fail to follow the School’s Dress Code will be encouraged to conform by: 

· Being spoken to by their Year Head

· Parents being informed by letter or text

· Pupils being given a top or tee shirt to change into

· Being sent home to change or having parents come in with a change of clothing.
The Dress Code
All Pupils
· Plain black or white shirt

· Plain black sweatshirt, jumper, cardigan with or without the school logo

· Plain black skirts or trousers – no coloured stitching or logos

· Tie – black with house colour stripe

· Blazer– plain black with logo ( optional)
· Showerproof Jacket with logo ( optional)
Not permitted as part of Dress Code

· Stripes, spots, lace, patterns, logos and names on clothing

· Coloured stitching on trousers or tops

· Strappy vest tops

· Brightly coloured shoes or trainers

· Football team replica tops, crop tops, FCUK clothing, T-shirts or tops with rude or offensive word/symbols/images

· Blue jeans, grey jeans or another coloured trousers or skirts

· Leggings on their own – acceptable under a skirt or shorts.

Outdoor Jackets

It is recognised that many pupils travel some distance to school each day, therefore light or bright coloured outdoor jackets are acceptable on the clear understanding that they are removed in class/ assemblies.
Logos on Tops/jumpers etc

While the preferred dress code is plain black jumpers, cardigans and sweatshirts or plain black or white tops/shirts/blouses, a small discreet, preferably self coloured logo is permitted.
Hats and Caps

Hats and caps must not be worn inside the school building.

Bad Weather

In the event of snowy or wet weather, other appropriate footwear may be worn.

Further Development
In session 2014-15 we will be redesigning the school logo and it is our intention to incorporate the new logo into a range of school clothing for August 2016.
Role of Parents

The Dress Code has been revised through a pupil survey and consultation with Pupil Councils, parents and staff.  

We look forward to receiving your support for our school dress code policy which aims to ensure that Turriff Academy pupils dress in a manner that is appropriate for attending school.  

In this way, they will enhance the very positive image they present of themselves through their support of their school in so many other positive, worthwhile and constructive ways.
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
